Is it possible to intellectually affirm the reality of the resurrecƟon of the dead, but sƟll deny it in pracƟce? If so, how? 

What would your life look like if you truly believed in the reality of the resurrecƟon of the dead? How would it affect your 
acƟons, aƫtudes and outlook on life? 

Read 1 Corinthians 15:12‐19. According to this passage, what would be the consequences of there being no resurrecƟon of 
the dead? 

If it is true that Christ has not been physically raised from the dead in actual history, how much value would our faith have? 
Should anyone be a ChrisƟan in that case? 

Can someone truly be a ChrisƟan and deny the reality of the resurrecƟon of the dead? 

Read 1 Corinthians 15:20‐28. How confident can we be that Christ has been physically raised from the dead? 

What can we look forward to when Christ returns?
