For 
example, what is your aƫtude toward those who are more conservaƟve than you are on these issues? What about those who are more 
liberal than you? 

How will you show love and acceptance to your ChrisƟan brothers and sisters this week? 

 

How can we learn to accept other ChrisƟans when deep differences of opinion exist between us? Why is it important that we learn to do 
so? 

In what ways can we be sensiƟve to ChrisƟans who have a weak conscience? Name some pracƟcal ways in which we might show love and 
acceptance to them. 

Read Romans 14:1‐13 and 15:1‐2. What is a disputable maƩer? What disputable maƩers does Paul menƟon in the text? What are some 
examples from our own context? 

How are disputable maƩers different from essenƟal doctrines and moral commands? Are ChrisƟans free to have different opinions about 
anything? 

What is the difference between a biblical doctrine and the implicaƟons of that doctrine? How might you be able to tell the difference be-
tween the two? What dangers should we avoid when drawing our own lifestyle implicaƟons from biblical doctrines and teachings? 

Why is it inappropriate for ChrisƟans to pass judgment on one another for their choices on disputable issues? 

How does Paul want us to behave toward one another when we have differences of opinion over disputable maƩers? What responsibili-
Ɵes do “strong” ChrisƟans have toward “weak” ChrisƟans and vice versa?
