Do you concern yourself with being caught by God? What are doing to cleanse your mind with what
is pure?

What is God trying to protect us from by outlawing adultery?
How can we find great hope in forgiveness?

Do we sometimes try to replace Christ as the spiritual husband of the church? How do we commit spir-
itual adultery?

How can we raise our children to understand these truths? Are you teaching your children to only date
those who have a high view of biblical marriage?
