How do you go about differentiating between matters of opinion and biblical truth? Has there ever been a time

when you confused the two? What was the result?
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APPLY THE TRUTH

What are some key traits of thoughtful leaders like those we read about? What do those traits teach us about how
we are to be in order to advance the Gospel?

How willing do you think you would be to do something extreme (like Timothy) for the sake of the Gospel message?
What are some good ways to eliminate or minimize distractions/obstacles in order to reach the lost today?

How do disagreements or division serve to maintain unity within the church today? When is division a good thing?
When is it not? Why?
